WE ARE HONORED TO NOMINATE GEORGIA HAUN AS OUR 2009 DEWITT COUNTY PIONEER AWARD NOMINEE
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Georgia Uhyrek Haun was born January 8, 1930 in Wallis, Texas.  Her family generally farmed between 75 and 100 acres on a combination of rented and owned land in the Wallis and East Bernard area.  Crops they raised included cotton, hygeria, maize, and corn.  Land was farmed with horses until a tractor was purchased around 1943.  They also raised cattle including three milk cows from which they sold cream, hogs, and chickens.  Living during that time meant providing for one’s self so she became quite good at cooking and sewing.  Sundays were set aside for church and then visiting relatives.  Shortly after she graduated as salutatorian East Bernard High School in 1948, her family moved to Ganado to a 115 acre farm they had purchased.  She attended Durham Business College in Houston and then returned to East Bernard and worked for the school district as a secretary and volleyball coach.  She later worked at DuPont and Southwestern Bell Telephone Company.  She married Norvan Gene Haun in Ganado on September 29, 1956.  They lived in Victoria until 1969 and then moved to a 241 acre ranch in Meyersville where they raised cattle and hay crops.  She loved all of the wildlife and always saw that they were provided for.  She watched the cattle closely and had each and every one of them named.  She became active in the DeWitt Country Farm Bureau and attended many conventions and worked for many years with the scrapbook.  She died April 23, 2009 after a short illness.
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Guest Speaker: TFB President Kenneth Dierschke
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Kenneth Dierschke has been involved in full-time farming since 1974 in Tom Green County where he raises cotton, milo and wheat.  He graduated from Wall High School and later attended Angelo State University. He has served on the Tom Green County Farm Bureau board since 1975, with one term as president, and on Texas Farm Bureau's Blue Ribbon Goals, Resolutions and Cotton Advisory committees.  Kenneth was elected to the Texas Farm Bureau Board of Directors in December, 1996.  He became vice president in 2000 and was elected president in 2003.  Kenneth and his wife Binnie have two sons, a daughter and five grandchildren.
