MISS TEXAS FARM BUREAU CONTEST

2010 RULES AND AWARDS

PROCEDURE

A) Counties within their respective district are permitted one (1) entry in the District Contest provided the county had a county contest with a minimum of one (1) or more contestants and the county is located in a district that is participating in the Miss Texas Farm Bureau Contest.

B) Each district that participates in the Miss Texas Farm Bureau Contest is permitted one (1) entry in the State Miss Texas Farm Bureau Contest.  The state director will certify the entry from their respective counties participating to authorize a district contest as long as these requirements do not conflict with state contest rules.

C) Participation in the district contest will be at county expense.

D) District contestants will be judged on the following criteria:

E) Each contestant at the district and state contests will be required to address a Farm Bureau question during the personal interview with the emcee.

F) Each contestant in the district and state contests will be required to answer an impromptu question given by the emcee. The question is designed to cause the contestant to think on her feet and respond.

It is recommended that county contests also require contestants to address a Farm Bureau current event question and impromptu question.

G) Students are not to identify themselves or their county during the contest.

H) The following will comprise the state level Miss TFB Contest to be conducted on December 4, 2010.  A detailed agenda of times, dates, and location will be furnished to all district winners prior to the state contest.

1) Each contestant will have an individual interview with the judges.

Each contestant appear individually on stage.

The interview and response to the impromptu question are conducted.

3) STATE CONTEST JUDGING CRITERIA
a) Individual interview
30%


b) On‑stage appearance, poise, personality, speech
50%


c) Response to impromptu question
20%


ELIGIBILITY

A) Contestant must be part of a Texas Farm Bureau member family in accordance with the Texas Farm Bureau membership guidelines.  The membership and contestant’s residence must be within district of competition.  The state director may rule on exceptions to the residence clause under extenuating circumstances within his district.

B) Contestants may enter only one county level Miss Texas Farm Bureau Contest in a given year.

C) Single. (Defined as never married and without children.)

D) Contestants must be between the ages of 16‑19 as of September 1, 2010.

E) Farm Bureau employees, dealers and/or servicing agents' families and previous state winners are not eligible to enter this contest.

F) No contestant will be allowed to participate at the district level in the Miss TFB contest more than two (2) times.
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AWARDS

A) District Winners

1) Texas Farm Bureau will pay mileage or public transportation, meals and lodging expenses for each district winner and one (1) parental escort to the Texas Farm Bureau Convention in Waco, Texas, December 4, 2010.
2) Each district winner will be awarded a $1,000 college scholarship by Texas Farm Bureau. The scholarship certificate will be mailed to all winners following the state convention.

3) The district winner must compete in the state contest in order to receive the district level scholarship.  Exceptions to this rule include emergencies, such as illness (verified by physician) or act of God. In the event the district winner is unable to compete in the state contest (other than for above reasons), the district runner‑up will become the district winner with all privileges and awards.

B) State Winners

1) The college scholarship for the following state winners will be increased to the total amount listed.

a) Two (2) Runners-up.......................................................$1,500

b) Winner............................................................ ………….$2,000

· These scholarships are not in addition to the $1,000 district scholarship.  Scholarships for the Runners-up and Winner are increased to the amount specified.
2) The individual crowned Miss Texas Farm Bureau for 2010 will be reimbursed up to $500 towards the purchase of a wardrobe consisting of all natural fibers (cotton, wool, etc.).

The individual crowned Miss Texas Farm Bureau will also represent Texas Farm Bureau at various functions during the course of the year.  During these functions, Miss Texas Farm Bureau will promote Texas Farm Bureau, Texas agricultural commodities and Texas Farm Bureau Youth Contests and activities.  Texas Farm Bureau will pay mileage or public transportation, meals and lodging expense for Miss Texas Farm Bureau and one parental escort to and from these functions.

3) The winner will receive a set of luggage from the Texas Farm Bureau ($300 value).

C) Contestants winning more than one scholarship in TFB contests will receive all scholarships earned in each contest entered.

D) Contestants winning scholarships will not receive cash.  The scholarship is payable directly to the college or university in two (2) equal payments.  A copy of the certificate containing the guidelines is attached.  The certificate (scholarship) will be mailed to all winners following the state contest.  The scholarship must be signed and returned to Texas Farm Bureau in order for the award to be validated.
